b. Session Description of approximately 100-200 words, up to one page used to help the
committee understand your session idea.

c. Brief Biography of the presenter with a 200-word maximum.

Conditions:

- Session proposals must be submitted by the individual who will be presenting the
session as the primary clinician.

- All clinicians must be members of ACDA and must register and pay registration fees for
the conference in order to present a session.

- Itis understood that ACDA does not pay honoraria and will not assume financial
responsibility for travel, food, and lodging for presenters. This application implies that
the presenter is prepared to travel and present at the conference if accepted.

- Individual requests for particular times may not be granted. Submission of a proposal
assumes acceptance of the scheduled times.

Available equipment:

In each session room, ACDA will provide a piano or keyboard and a music stand. AV
equipment is limited and ACDA cannot assume costs for AV equipment for all proposals.
We will attempt to make a stereo/cd player, an LCD projector and screen for projection
available. There will be no microphone, computer, or television. Presenters should plan to
bring with them adapters to connect to our equipment and all other needed equipment.
